In 2012 the UD Faculty Senate approved a program proposal revision to transition the M.Ed. in Reading program to a 100% online delivery. Along with the transition to 100% online delivery, new courses were added to the program and the credits required for successful completion were increased from 33 to 36.  However, in 2013 Dean Okagaki requested the M.Ed. in Reading program be put on moratorium in response to the financial situation of the SOE at that time. In 2014 the SOE launched its first online program (M.Ed. in Teacher Leadership) and its success prompted Dean Vukelich to encourage faculty to design innovative programs that would meet the needs of 21st century graduate students. The Literacy faculty revisied the M.Ed. in Reading program and identified the following reasons for reactivating the program:

1. District leaders requesting support in providing a high quality graduate program to help train teachers in literacy development and instruction.
2. Provide a masters level path for students interested in the UD Ph.D. in Education with specialization in Literacy.
After conducting a financial analysis of the costs associated with online programs and deeming the online M.Ed. in Reading program to be sustainable and likely generative for the College, Dean Vukelich approved the re-activation of the M.Ed. in Reading program (see attached email). 
As part of the revision process, the Literacy faculty closely examined the 2017 ILA Standards for Reading Professionals and the DE requirements for reading specialist endorsement from the state. These steps led the Literacy faculty to the following revisions:

1) The 2017 ILA standards reflect a range of literacy skills - reading, writing, listening, speaking. As such, the Literacy faculty decided to revise the title of the program from M.Ed. in Reading to M.Ed. in Literacy. This name change is in line with the International Reading Association’s decision to change its name to International Literacy Association. 
2) We are proposing a decrease in the total number of credits for graduation from 36 to 30. This decision stemmed from close examination of the 2017 ILA standards and the state of Delaware’s requirements for reading specialist endorsement. The Literacy faculty believes the content in the courses in the revised program will more than adequately meet the ILA standards. The decrease in credit hours also decreases the number of teaching resources required to offer the program. 
3) We are proposing name changes to three courses with the rationale for each described below: EDUC 630, EDUC 763, and EDUC 762. 

a. ILA requires candidates to apply their knowledge of assessment and instruction in clinic settings, but specific grade levels are not identified. Therefore, the faculty decided to rename the clinic courses to allow for the assessment and instruction of students with reading difficulties at any grade level while maintaining 6 credit hours.  Currently, EDUC 630: Supervised Reading Clinic: Elementary is focused on diagnosing and remediating K-5 reading problems and EDUC 763: Supervised Reading Clinic: Middle/High School is focused on diagnosing and remediating 6-12 reading problems. EDUC 630 has been renamed Supervised Reading Clinic I and EDUC 763 has been renamed Supervised Reading Clinic II. 

b. The 2017 International Literacy Association Standards for Reading Professionals explicitly refer to reading and writing in digital environments. EDUC 762: Digital Literacies tackles important issues, theories, and practices related to 21st century literacy instruction and is included in the program’s curriculum.  The faculty decided the title should be revised to more accurately reflect the content.  EDUC 762 will now be titled: Digital Literacies. 
4) We are proposing the deletion of three courses: EDUC 768: Coaching Teachers, EDUC 765: Writing Strategy Instruction, and EDUC 761: Literacy in the 21st Century were deleted from the program.  The rationale for these changes are:

a. The ILA standards do not require specific courses in the areas of children’s/young adult literature (EDUC 761) or coaching (EDUC 768). 
b. DE reading endorsement requires only 3 credits of assessment and instruction in writing and the program will meet this requirement with EDUC 604 (EDUC 765). 

c. Deleting these three courses will bring the total number of credits to 30. The faculty believes 30 credits will be a more attractive option to potential applicants because it can be completed in 2 years. It will also decrease the number of teaching resources required to offer the program. 
5) We are proposing minor clarifications in the non-registered degree requirements. These include removing specific technologies due to their likelihood of becoming outdated as well as clarifying the content of the online tutorial requirement, which does not include sample online lessons and lectures.

6) We are proposing minor changes to the requirements for admission to the M.Ed. in Literacy program. These include revision of the writing sample prompts and a minor change to the tech requirements.

The M.Ed. in Reading program is designed to prepare certified teachers to become Reading Specialists and Literacy Coaches. According to the IRA Standards for Reading Professionals (IRA, 2010), Reading Specialists and Literacy Coaches need competencies and skills that extend beyond those required of the classroom teacher. Specifically, they must demonstrate strong foundational skills in theory and research, a firm understanding of evidence-based instruction and assessment practices, and the ability to evaluate and plan literacy instruction for of all students in the reading and writing classroom, including struggling readers and writers. In addition, Reading Specialists and  Literacy Coaches must be proficient in print and digital literacy practices that allow them to create an environment where students read, write, and learn using traditional literature, multimodal texts, and technology-based literacy tools; in addition, they must be able to support teachers in the use of digital literacy tools. Reading specialists and literacy coaches must be able to design evidence-based literacy curricula and support teachers in the implementation of reading curricula. Finally, they must demonstrate the professionalism that will allow them to support teachers, work with families, and participate in local and state decision-making.

	A. Purpose Statement

The M.Ed. in Literacy program is designed to prepare certified teachers to become Reading/Literacy Specialists.. According to the ILA Standards for Reading Professionals (ILA, 2017), Reading/Literacy Specialists need competencies and skills that extend beyond those required of the classroom teacher. Specifically, they must demonstrate strong foundational skills in theory and research, a firm understanding of evidence-based instruction and assessment practices, and the ability to evaluate and plan literacy instruction for of all students in the reading and writing classroom, including struggling readers and writers. 	B. Origin of Program

The M.Ed. in Reading is a revision of two previously existing specializations within two degree programs in the School of Education: the Master of Instruction (designed to support classroom teachers who want to develop their expertise but remain in the classroom), and the M.Ed. with a specialization in Literacy and Schooling. Both of these specializations served candidates who eventually expressed a desire for certification as Reading Specialists, but neither was specifically designed with that goal in mind.

Additionally, the Delaware Department of Education reviewed the program design and granted approval of the design as an approved program in the state certification process for Reading Specialists.

	B. Origin of Program 

The M.Ed. in Literacy is a revision of two previously existing specializations within two degree programs in the School of Education: the Master of Instruction (designed to support classroom teachers who want to develop their expertise but remain in the classroom), and the M.Ed. with a specialization in Literacy and Schooling. 	C. Administration and Faculty 

The Committee on Graduate Studies in Education (CGSE) is the SOE-level committee that administers all the graduate programs, including the M. Ed. in Reading. The committee is composed of five faculty members from the School of Education, a graduate student member selected by the Education Graduate Association, and the Assistant Director of the School of Education who serves as the Graduate Coordinator for the School of Education.
The SOE is committed to the recruitment, support, and retention of full-time, tenure-line faculty members in literacy.  Faculty members who teach graduate courses and advise graduate students in the School of Education must          have a doctorate or equivalent. In some instances, faculty members with a master’s degree and special expertise in  an area of Education as a result of concentrated study, employment experience, or service may be recommended for graduate teaching. In such cases, the faculty member must have a record of successful teaching in a specialized area of Education, proven scholarly ability, and the endorsement of the literacy faculty and the Director of the School of Education.
Faculty members in literacy review candidates for admission to the M.Ed. in Reading, serve as advisors to candidates admitted to the program, teach courses, and evaluate candidates’ progress in the program.

In a 500 word essay describe the following: (1) your technology skills and experiences with technology and (2) how this program can meet your professional goals.

Tutorial Requirements: All candidates must complete the Introduction to Online Learning tutorial upon admission to the program. The purpose is to provide candidates with: (1) tenets of online learning, (2) an overview of the tools used in the MEd in Reading program, (3) sample online lessons and lectures, and (4) the opportunity to introduce themselves to an online learning community of MEd in Reading candidates. Information explaining how to access the tutorial will be given in the acceptance letter. Candidates must submit certificate of completion to their advisor prior to the start of the first course.

Scheduling requirements: Candidates are required to take courses during the fall, spring, and summer semesters. They must take two courses per semester following a predetermined sequence unless given permission by their advisor. Fall and spring courses will be offered in sequential 7 1/2 week intervals. Content delivery will vary, including synchronous and asynchronous meetings.
Practicum Requirements: The majority of courses in the MEd in Reading program requires candidates to apply content in educational settings (i.e., one-to-one, small group, whole class). Candidates will assess and instruct K-12 students using a variety of methods and strategies. They will also engage in coaching and mentoring opportunities. This work must be documented with video and submitted to course instructors for their review. It is the candidate’s responsibility to (1) obtain required technology listed above, (2) identify appropriate educational settings given assignment guidelines, (3) obtain appropriate consent, and (4) record and upload video. Candidates will be provided a consent form template and must submit the forms to their instructor at the time of assignment submission. Consent forms will explain that all video data will be stored on the University of Delaware password-protected server. While the purpose of these videos is to document the candidates’ teaching, K-12 students’ faces and first names may be shown depending upon the classroom environment. However, no other identifying factors will be used. All videos will be deleted no later than the end of the candidate’s program.

Scheduling requirements: Candidates are required to take courses during the fall, spring, and summer semesters. They must take courses following a predetermined sequence unless given permission by their advisor. Fall and spring courses will be offered in sequential 7 week intervals. If candidates do not meet these scheduling requirements, then they will wait until they can reenter the course cycle and then continue taking courses until all ten courses are completed. Content delivery will vary, including synchronous and asynchronous meetings.
Practicum Requirements: The majority of courses in the MEd in Literacy program requires candidates to apply content in educational settings (i.e., one-to-one, small group, whole class). Candidates will assess and instruct K-12 students using a variety of methods and strategies. They will also engage in coaching and mentoring opportunities. This work must be documented with video and submitted to course instructors for their review. It is the candidate’s responsibility to (1) obtain required technology listed above, (2) identify appropriate educational settings given assignment guidelines, (3) obtain appropriate consent, and (4) record and upload video.
